County Oommissioners, consisting of ten parcels of land, snd being the
same Teal eotate conveyed to eald Board of QJounty CJommienlonere by the
Licking Oounty Apricultural Scolety, by deed dated December 17, 1527,
and recorded in Volume 284, page 38 of the deed records of Lioking
Qounty, Oblo; said traaefer to be subject to the restrictions and
conditions in the aforementioned deed from said The Licking Sounty
Apricul tural Soolety to the Bonrd of Oounty Oommlesioners.

"A deed nuthorized hereby ls in conslderation of the sgreement
by eald The Ohio State Archasologloal and Historical Ssclety to acoept,
hold and sreserve sald premises s tranoferred for nll tlme as an
arohacological emnd historioal site which may be violted by the publle.
Saild deed to contain a olmuse to the effect that if sald grounde, o
suthorized to be transferr should cease, for any continusue period
of three yoars, to be maintained ns ouch archmaeclopgionl or historioal
eite, then suck deed %o be vold and the title to said pre=ises to
revert to the then Board of Qounty Ocmmiesioners of Licking Qowunty,
Uhlo, or cuch Board or offlcer ns may have sucoeedad to ite povers nnd
duties.”
